	 I just enjoyed another birthday last Wednesday.  Let’s just say for the record, I have more grey hairs than brown ones on my head now!  One of the things I’ve noticed as soon as I went on the computer Wednesday was an overwhelming number of Facebook “friends” who reached out to say, “Happy Birthday!”  My heart rejoiced from those “well wishes” and kind sentiments from friends, both far and near, who lifted me up on that social platform.
	Social platforms: they can do so much good… IF they are used properly!  Christians, let me encourage you to be very careful in using the wide array of “social” platforms out there.  Whether they are simply “chat” platforms like Facebook or others which involve gaming, business or other activities I’m unaware of… remember this: you are a Christian!  Words can be so sharp, even if we aren’t intending for them to be.  Especially on social media, those whom you are talking, discussing or debating with may not understand the tone which you meaning to convey, so be ever so careful!  Paul spoke this way in 1 Thessalonians 5:8, “But let us who are of the day be sober, putting on the breastplate of faith and love, and as a helmet the hope of salvation.”  Are your words “graciously” typed?  Are you responses filled with faith and love?  Brethren, be sober… alert… awake… and speak soundly with kindness!
	Before we leave the subject, another issue of social media is that it often exposes the depth of our faith.  I’ve seen things on social platforms from Christians I never thought I would see.  I’ve seen brethren drinking beer, “liking” dirty jokes or memes with profanity and other acts of obvious carnality.  I hate to mention it, but I’ve seen several “sisters” wearing very immodest clothing (even bikinis) or “liking” or “pasting” pictures of immodestly dressed women.  Brethren, if I can see them, our Lord already has!  THINK… before you hit “enter”!
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
