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	   “But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death crowned with glory and honor, that He, by the grace of God, might taste death for everyone.  For it was fitting for Him, for whom are all things and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons to glory to make the captain of their salvation perfect through suffering.”                  Hebrews 2:9-10

[bookmark: _GoBack]	That is a power packed passage of Scripture from the inspired Hebrew writer.  We all know to whom he is referring to: Jesus!  It was Jesus who was made a little lower than the angels.  And within this passage, he explains what that means.  You see, Jesus is the ONE who made all things!  Paul concurs with the Hebrew writer saying this in Colossians 1:16-17, “For by Him (Jesus) all things were created that are in heaven and that are the earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones, dominions or principalities or powers.  All things were created through Him and for Him.  And He (Jesus) is before all things, and in Him all things consist.”  Everything that has ever been is the product of Jesus of Nazareth.  As John told us at the beginning of his gospel, “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word is God.  He was in the beginning with God.  All things were made through Him, and without Him nothing was made that was made.”  Despite the best efforts from the brainwashing of modern day evolutionists, without Jesus Christ, no “thing” could or would ever exist, including them! 
	Once we grasp this truth, then unwrap the next layer revealed: Jesus allowed Himself to be “made” a little lower than the angels... for the purpose of death.
