6. When you are tempted to joke about sin = Proverbs 14:9, “Fools mock at sin, but among the 	upright there is favor.”
7. When you would be ashamed of your words later = Proverbs 8:8, “All the words of my 	mouth are with righteousness; nothing crooked or perverse is in them.”
8. When you’re tempted to make light of holy things = Ecclesiastes 5:2, “Do not be rash with 	your mouth, and let not your heart utter anything hastily before God.  For God is in heaven and 	you on earth; therefore let your words be few.”
9. If your words would convey a wrong impression = Proverbs 17:27, “He who has knowledge 	spares his words, and a man of understanding is of a calm spirit.”
10. If the issue is none of your business = Proverbs 14:10, “The heart knows its own bitterness, 	 and a stranger does not share its joy.”
11. When you are tempted to tell an outright lie = Proverbs 4:24, “Put away from you a deceitful 	 mouth, and put perverse lips far from you.”
12. If your words will damage someone’s reputation = Proverbs 16:27, “And ungodly man digs 	 up evil, and it is on his lips like a burning fire.”
