God does not like it when we get so 	“full of ourselves’ that we readily mock someone we consider inferior of less important.

As in ancient day, many religious people expose a violent character in 	both their words and deeds.  Don’t let your reputation be pocked with violence.
I – IMMORALITY – “And I say to you, whoever divorces his wife, except for sexual immorality, 	and marries another, commits adultery; and whoever marries her who is divorced 	commit adultery.”  (Matthew 19:9) Sexual immorality is pervasive throughout society. 	God insists that we keep our sexual passions in check if we’re going to serve Him.
D – DECEIT – “And in their mouth was found no deceit, for they are without fault before the 	throne of God.” (Revelation 14:5)  Paul told Christians that they must not to lie 	against each other for they’ve put off the old man and his deeds.
