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For The Law Of The Spirit Of Life

	That is an amazing passage!  Read in view of the “text”, Paul understands what set him free: the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus!  Reading from chapter 7, Paul saw himself as a man trapped under “the Law” and that law is unmistakably: the Law, the Psalms and the Prophets or the Old Testament.  The Old Covenant law system is glorious and wonderful, but when people (including Paul) disobeyed any point therein, they would find themselves trapped, sold under the slavery of sin.  Paul couldn’t find an escape from that slavery (vs. 18), so he forced to draw one conclusion: O wretched man that I am!  Who will deliver me from this body of death?  (Romans 7:24).  The answer: none other than Jesus Christ!  Only Jesus Christ!  Jesus provides “escape” from the slavery incurred by sin.  Only Jesus allows deliverance from this body of death.  	
	That is still so true in our generation!  Carnality still enslaves men and women, but the glory of the New Testament is: we now have a way, via the law of the Spirit!  The Holy Spirit delivered us the New Covenant ordained by Jesus.  It is Jesus’ perfect law of liberty; the most glorious covenant ever recorded!  When properly believed and obeyed, the instruction emanating from the New Covenant yields freedom from our sin and powerfully transforms our daily lifestyle!  Paul told the Corinthians, “But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as by the Spirit of the Lord, 2 Corinthians 3:18.”  We have every reason to rejoice: the power of the gospel still liberates a sin drenched person from sinful darkness!  Praise be to Jesus for the law of the Spirit of life!
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
