The first verse in this grand ole hymn makes it obvious why we should exclaim, “Glory to His name.”  The basic thrust of the word, GLORY (whether it be Hebrew, Greek or English) is: praise, honor, esteem, devotion, thanksgiving or worship towards one.  God is worthy of such from men!  Not only has He created everything and everyone about us, but has seen to it that through Jesus, we could be redeemed – that we could be “bought back” to him, although we’ve sinned and earned the wages of sin is death!  At that horribly agonizing cross at Calvary, the blood of Jesus flowed like a fountain, “for sin and uncleanness,” fulfilling the prophecy of Zechariah 13:1.  His blood flowed… for you and for me!
	Glory… to His name!  We pay homage, reverence and honor to His name!  The New Testament clearly defines what that expression means.  When Peter was on trial before the Sanhedrin, they asked this question in Acts 4:7, “By what power or by what name have you done this?”  They were asking Peter: by whose authority are you doing these things?  The Pharisees demanded the same from Jesus with this addition in Matthew 23:23, “… And who gave you this authority?”  Jesus died for us and rose from that grave to confirm once and for all – He is GOD – God, the Son - and worthy of every accolade we can give Him.  Upon ascending into heaven, He proclaimed in Matthew 28:18, “All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth.’  Yes, He has all authority.
