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	No one in the New Testament appeared to put more heart and effort in his work for Christ than the beloved apostle Paul.  He traveled “high and low,” spreading the border of God’s kingdom in the 1st century.  He lived by the motto, “I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ for IT is the power of salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek” (Romans 1:16).  According to most historians, Paul lost his life in a Roman prison for his testimony of the Lord.  He preached the truth, he loved the truth and he died for the truth.  Nothing was more valuable to Paul than the truth of Jesus Christ. 
	As multitudes came to Jesus through Paul’s teaching, a sinister band arose called the Judaizers, who opposed the gospel and fought Paul at every turn.  As Paul traveled from place to place converting men and women to Jesus, the Judaizers were not far behind, poisoning their minds with false teaching, specifically commanding them to keep the Law of Moses, including circumcision.  They were effective in swaying the minds of the Galatians whom Paul had taught years before.  The letter Paul wrote to the Galatians exposes his frustration concerning their attitude towards the truth of the gospel.  Paul said to them in Galatians 4:16, “Have I become your enemy because I tell you the truth?”
	This statement is just as applicable in our generation as it was with the Galatians in the 1st century.  Consider these four areas in which many enemies have been made with the truth of the gospel of Jesus Christ in our generation.         (continued on the back) 
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
