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Heed My Words

  	Now understand what I mean with the title of this lesson: this isn’t a personal type of command for you to “heed my words” because I’m a religious “somebody” – it’s a bulletin title extracted from Acts 2:14 from Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ.  Peter was empowered by Jesus to “bind and loose, Matthew 16:18” because he, along with all the apostles, had been granted the privilege to unlock the gate for the kingdom or church of Christ.  
	This was the first “salvo” in that “unlocking” mission as very devout Jews hurriedly gathered from curiosity due to the intense sound and the amazing display of power which now emanated from these 12 Galileans.  They heard them miraculously speak in tongues, knowing they were “untrained men” who couldn’t possibly be doing what they were doing.
	Our Gospel Meeting begins this Thursday evening, Lord willing.  We’ve asked three very capable and well-studied evangelists from our local area to preach this week and I’ll be finishing our meeting next Sunday, Lord willing.  The preachers will be focusing on five of the greatest sermons ever preached; sermons that “unlocked” the doors of the kingdom or church of Christ in the book known as, The Acts Of The Apostles!
