	I think we all know that this passage of Scripture has nothing to do with voting in an political election.  Our society calls it our “civic duty”, but no where are we required by law to vote in some social or political election.  We are fortunate to live in a free country that allows us the right to state our opinion through voting, but it’s totally our choice to participate or not.  Simply because we have freedom, as I discussed last week in our morning lesson, we don’t have to exercise it – we have the right to engage in liberties or to forgo them.  That’s freedom!
	So, what is Peter talking about then?  Election as defined by Thayer’s Greek English Lexicon is: used of that act of God’s free will by which before the foundation of the world He decreed His blessings to certain persons through Christ.  That is a loaded definition, isn’t it.  Allow me to break it down for you.  Through Jesus, Christians (certain persons) have been richly blessed!  Before God even formed the earth, He had a plan to redeem men from sin.  This is why God told the serpent in Genesis 3:14, “And I will put enmity between you and the woman and between your seed and her Seed, He shall bruise your head, and you shall bruise His heel.”  The Seed of woman, Jesus of Nazareth, came with a mission: defy the efforts of the devil to condemn all people eternally in the fire created for him and his angels.
