	NEOWISE… discovered on March 27, 2020 by NASA’s “Near-Earth-Object-Widefield-Infared-Survey-Explorer” mission from the spacecraft originally named, Wide-Field Infared Survey Explorer (WISE).  OK, what is NEOWISE?  It’s a comet that is currently visible in the NW sky, just below the Big Dipper, visible after sunset.  According to NASA, we’ve got through Wednesday night to see it fairly easy if the skies are clear and especially on Wednesday as NEOWISE is “climbing” in the sky within the inner solar system as it leaves us.  Try using some binoculars!
	What is the point of this article?  There is something about a name.  More often than not, names for children in the Bible have special meanings from the parent’s perspective.  The other day, Sandra was wondering how many baby girls are going to be named “Rona” in 2020?  Those poor girls!  Now, not every name means something, but many still do.  My middle name (which I do not freely share, by the way) comes from one of my uncles… don’t think ill of him, uncle Deo was a nice fellow!
