	I hear that expression and think, “Wow, that sounds so judgmental!  How can one be so cold as to actually judge the sincerity or the quality of one’s worship to God?”
	Now the reason that thought came to my mind is due to Jesus uttering the phrase: true worshipers!  When Jesus was speaking to the woman at Jacob’s well in John’s gospel, that expression surfaced.  In answering a question from her about the place where one ought to worship God, Jesus said in John 4:23, “But the hour is coming, and now is, when the TRUE WORSHIPERS will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such to worship Him.”  OK, I can handle that better, knowing it came from the lips of Jesus.  But He didn’t say that merely because He is the great I AM!  He is teaching her (and us) a vital lesson for there are millions who worship, but their worship isn’t true.

Did the apostles of Jesus ordain that particular practice and are the methods you’ve employed the ones Jesus commended through His voice or the voice of inspired men?
