We are sinful, undeserving creatures who have, far too often, turned our collective backs on God and His authoritative commandments.  And each of us, despite our ignorance or even willful rejection and malice against God’s teachings, know that we are personally guilty for nailing the Messiah of Israel to His cross.  My sin forced that nail print!  His agonizing death was my only hope to yield the escape hatch from the fires of Hell prepared for the devil, his angels and sinners across the globe.
