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While We Were Still Sinners

“But God demonstrates His own love towards us, in that while 
we were still sinners, Christ died for us.”  Romans 5:8

[bookmark: _GoBack]	I’m so thankful for this grand section of Scripture from the quill of Paul.  Talk about a message of hope!  “For when we were still without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly.  For scarcely for a righteous man will one die; yet perhaps for a good man someone would even dare to die.  But God demonstrated His own love for us, in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.” (Romans 5:6-8)  
	Notice the parallels given in those verses which accurately described their horrid human plight: while we were still without strength and while we were still sinners!  Isaiah stated that our sins separate us from God and there is no better visual for that than revisiting the story in the Garden of Eden.  The day Adam and Eve sinned, they were cast from God’s presence and His plush garden to a world that was sin scarred with briars and thorns.  That is basically what sin does to our soul, marring all intimacy with our Creator with sinful, scarlet blots!  
	The joy of this passage: Jesus did something about our sin!  He died at Calvary to rectify man’s plight!  He didn’t die for righteous or good men.  He died for “sinners” and sadly, all of us who are accountable for our actions have been in those shoes, far too often!  Paul went on to say, “Much more then, having now been justified by His blood, we shall be saved from wrath through Him.” (Romans 5:9)  This is why we continuously offer an invitation for men/women to be saved!  Saved from God’s just wrath in which sin calls for!  Saved by the blood of Lamb, who yearns to wash away our sins via the power of His sacrifice in the flesh at Calvary!  
	These people experience this cleansing as Paul went on to explain in Romans 6:3-7.  They were set free from their sin by being baptized into the death, burial and resurrection of Jesus.  They became Christians (like Christ) as they were now purified, sanctified and justified in His blood!  No longer are they sinners!  Now, they are saints (holy ones) who’ve pledged a good conscience in allegiance to serving Jesus from this point forevermore (1 Peter 3:21).  
	Finishing this glorious though, Paul went on to say in Romans 5:11, “And not only that, but we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received the reconciliation.”  Thank the Lord, who loved me and gave Himself for me!  I once was lost in sin, but Jesus took me in!  I’ve been redeemed!  Friends, this is why we love the story of Jesus!
